HC imposes Rs 30,000

SRINAGAR, Aug 23: High
Court today imposed a fine of
Rs 30, 000 on Commissioner
Secretary Technical Education
and Youth Services for disobey-
ing its order in which the
Government was directed to
consider the appointment of
some candidates as Physical
Education Teachers.

Justice Dhiraj Singh Thakur
passed the judgment on a peti-
tion filed by 12 candidates who
were dropped from the selection
list in 2011.

Justice Thakur asked the

Commissioner Secretary to pay
the amount personally to the
court within 10 days for dis-
obeying the order and not sub-
mitting the compliance report.

The court directed the
Commissioner Secretary to
comply with the judgment "in
letter and spirit" and incase of
non-compliance and costs not
deposited before the court, he
shall remain present personally
on September 9 this year. "If he
does not remain present non-
bailable warrant will be issued
against him," Justice Thakur
said.

Compensatory Afforestation Fund

Authority (CAMPA) here today,
Chief Secretary called for sustained
focus on plantation of trees in the
forest areas for regeneration of
existing natural forests and conser-
vation, protection and management
of State's unique wildlife.

The Committee was informed
that during the last three years an
area of 13231 Ha was brought
under compensatory afforestation
against the diverted area of 11748
Ha for non-forest use across the
State. It was further informed that
144 Nurseries have been estab-
lished under CAMPA in which dur-
ing the last 3 years as many as 1.41
crore plants were raised and during
the same period over a crore trees
were planted in various forest divi-
sions of the State.

Meanwhile, the Steering
Committee approved the proposed
outlay of Rs 51.43 crore for execut-
ing works under CAMPA for the
year 2013-14. 5081.50 Ha of forest
area has been targeted to be treated
for compensatory afforestation dur-
ing 2013-14.

The Steering Committee also
approved the Annual Plan of
Operations (APOs) for Wildlife
Protection amounting to Rs 18.38
crore for the year 2013-14 for
onward submission and approval to
the Adhoc CAMPA of Union
Ministry of Environment and
Forests (MoEF).
