Some sensational disclo-
sures have been made by
district police chief of Leh
regarding Patrolling
Points falling along the
Line of Actual Control
(LAC) in Eastern Ladakh
where Sino-Indian troops
face each other at a num-
ber of friction points for
last over two and half
years.

A report by SP Leh PD
Nitya, an IPS officer, has
claimed that India has lost
access to 26 of 65
Patrolling Points (PPs) that
were earlier regularly

patrolled by the troops in
Eastern Ladakh.

The report in the form
of a research paper by the
SP Leh was submitted in
just concluded annual con-
ference of DGPs and IGPs
held in New Delhi from
January 20-22 and attended
among others by Prime
Minister Narendra Modi
and Union Home Minister
Amit Shah.

"Presently there are 65
PPs (Patrolling Points)
starting from Karakoram
Pass to Chumur which are
to be patrolled regularly by
the security forces. Out of
65 PPs, our presence is lost
in 26 PPs (i.e. PP no. 5-17,

24-32, 37), due to restric-
tive or no patrolling by the
security forces," the
research paper said.

"Later, China forces us
to accept the fact that such
areas have not seen the
presence of Indian security
forces or civilians since
long. This leads to a shift in
the border under control of
our security forces towards
the Indian side and a 'buffer
zone' is created in all such
pockets which ultimately
leads to loss of control over
these areas by India. This
